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The Reul House
138 First Street, Baraboo

The Reul house sits at an interesting intersection in Baraboo at the corner of First
and Ash Streets, anchoring the southern end of Ash before it plunges down hill to the
Baraboo River. The house was built on a difficult sloping site but was as much a piece of
advertising for the crafismanship of its builder/owner George M. Reul as it was a
commodious home.

George M. Reul was born in Prussia in 1829 and came to the United States in
1851, Ile married Adelheid Raacke and had four children, The lumily lived in Fort
Atkinson and later Mazomanie before moving to Baraboo in 1874. Here, Reul and two
of his sons opened a planing mill at the north east corner of Cast and Water Streets in
1876. Their earliest newspaper ads extol their ability to make "Doors, Sash, Blinds,
Mouldings, Scroll Sawing and Turning. Windows and Doors for Churches.” and
"Special Attention Given To Wood Work of Every Description.” The factory was
perfectly positioned to hit the boom in Baraboo building that ocurred after the railroad
arrived i 1871, Baraboo saw ils greatest decade of growth from 1870 to 1880 doubling
its poplulation from 1,528 to 3,266. By 1881, Reul had enough time and money set
aside to begin the construction of a residence for himself. The design called [or 4 brick
veneered Italianate style house. The hallmark of the exterior is the use of scrollcut
ornament and 115 wooden brackets. Each bracket is made of three scrollcut pieces
sandwiched together to give a carved effect. Although the porches were not added right
away the final effect of the house was a two-story structure on the First Street side and a
three-story house facing the river with a magnificent two-story veranda.

The interior is equally as detailed as the exterior and is a showcase of Reul's
crafismanship. The magnificent oak staircase has dozens of hand turned spindles and the
newell post features inlaid burled wood and marketry. The house is furnished throughout
with heavy woodwork moldings including the second floor where other home owners
would have saved money by putting in simpler woodwork. The house also features three
graceful archways that mimic the exterior basket arched windows. Elegant pocket doors
still roll on their original hardware and inlaid parquet tlooring still adorns the two-story
bay window. Reul was continually at work on the house changing rooms on the ground
floor and using different moldings as the style of the day dictated.

George Reul lived to be 88 years old. He died in 1917 after surviving his wife
who died in 1903 and lwo ol his sons. His only daughter, Mathilda, never married and
lived with him until his death. She sold the house in 1919 to Sanford Wicks who moved
in with his extended family. Wicks had been a Baraboo native but moved south after
fighting in the Civil War. Alter the price of cotton diminished he returned to Baraboo
from South Carolina bringing his wife, two daughters, son-in-law and grandaughter.
They occupied the house until 1927 when it was purchased by Hattie Malloy. Malloy's
former house was across the street and in the way of the new high school which was to be
built. Rather than endure the chaos of having her own house moved she purchased the
Reul house. Malloy started to rent rooms to lodgers and split the house making it a
duplex renting part for $15 a month. The house was eventually divided into three
apartments and fell into disrepair. Much of the twao-story veranda was stripped away and
inside a bathroom was built against the oak staircase. Despite the neglect a new owner

saw potential in the house and resurrected it with complete renovation and restoration.
Dr. Scott Pauley purchased the house in 1993 and hired Paul Wolter to restore and
renovate the house for use as a restaurant. This was finally completed in 1998 and the
sand County Cale opened its doors. After the restaurant closed in 2000 the building was
put up for sale. In 2002 it was acquired by the Sauk County Historical Socicty.

Lighting — Much of the exterior lighting is on photocell including the can lights on the
porches, the lamp post and the lights on the rear decks and stairs. The sign light and
believe the front fence lights are on the time clock in the basement by the electrical
panels. The light on the front of the carriage house is on its own photo cell. There are
motion sensor lights for the backyard. Inside there is one 24 hour light per floor. In the
basement this is a fluorescent light in the northeast corner room, on the first floor this is a
can light néar the staircase and on the second floor this is a can light at the upper landing.
Switches for each of the upper two floors are all located together for each floor.

Speakers — The speaker system has wires running into the small closet off of the largest
room on the second floor,

Alarm system — The house has a complete alarm system which was contracted through
Prairie Security — Jeff Balch, Proprietor, 544-2323. The system includes a motion sensor
in the basement of the carriage house but nothing in the upper carriage. You must disarm
the system in the house beforc cntering the basement of the carriage house.

Furhaces — There are two furnaces and air conditioners that serve the house. One is in the
basement and serves the basement and first floor. The other is in the attic and serves the
second floor. The small office connected to the basement has its own electric baseboard
and a plug near the window dedicated for a window air conditioner.

Exterior Trim and Railings — The trin: on the bouse is all original except for the basés of
the porch posts. (roughly the bottom 2 feet of the porch pasts) These had to be replicated
from one existing example. The pickets comprising the railing on the side porch are also
replicas created from one surviving example found in the rubbish in the basement of the
cartiage house when it was remodeled. Trim for the porch posts just above the purple
bottom portion was original replicated in poplar. This did not survive even though it was
painted. New redwood trim was milled and the front porch and most of the side porch
was re-trimmed. The poplar trim is in the carriage house and is unprimed. It should not
be used for exterior work. The redwood trim is in the carriage house and is primed. The
purple portion of the posts and much of the rear railing systermn is treated wood, The
replicated back porch and stairs railing system failed afier several years due to rot. New
black aluminum spindles were purchascd and are in the carriage house. New top and
bottom rails need to be purchased for these to be installed.
